3) Collection of subject bibliography and literature on the subject.

4) Developing the concept and editing of a doctoral dissertation plan.

5) Discussion on the concept of the doctoral thesis.

6) Formulating the state of research.

7) Preparation of an individual research plan.

8) Editing chapters of the dissertation including a presentation, discussion.
9) Analysis of prepared papers and articles.

10) Preparation for mid-term evaluation.

11) Preparation of reports on the performance of research tasks in each semester of studies.

12) Solving research and editorial problems, responding to the substantive comments of the
promoter.
