	Examples of drawing exercises:
Open Composition. Closed composition.
A set of drawings preceded by sketches. Drawings can be inspired by nature (e.g. landscape) or imagination.
Space. Interpretation and visualization of the concept. The possibility of going beyond the framework of the classically understood drawing in favor of seeking relationships between real space
and the created, exceeding the two-dimensionality of the drawing, limited by frames
and paper size. It is important to maintain moderation between form and content to avoid excessive illustrativeness and literality. Image construction based on form combinations, value, line differentiation.
Form study. Experiencing the process of translation / transposition / nature into: more synthetic means of expression; more expressive means of expression.
- Sketchbook. The student is required, regardless of the tasks provided in the studio, to keep drawing notes, regularly presenting them to the teacher.

Model study from nature with additional assumptions. Drawing of the model covered with fabric (paying attention to rhythms, directions, chiaroscuro effects); purely linear drawing (an attempt to convey the proportions, character and shape of the act by means of economical formal means); chiaroscuro drawing, cropped figure (treated act
in an abstract way); expressive sketch drawing; simultaneous drawing; composition with an accent, etc.
Interpretation and transposition of nature. Creating a series of drawings, the first of which is a study of nature, and the next are some considerations about it.
Nature as an inspiration for abstract activities. An attempt to observe reality, and then transposing a selected fragment of it onto the paper surface with the help of appropriately selected means of expression, taking into account the composing frame of interest.
