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Starting from the Zeno’s paradoxes and negation of the motion by the Parmenides School of Elia we follow the ideas of the ancient philosophers: atomism of Leucippus and Democritus, Aristotle’s physics and cosmology, geocentrism of Ptolemy, observations of Tycho Brahe,  birth of the  heliocentrism  in the works of  Copernicus,  Johannes Kepler’s and Galileo Galilei, and, finally, formulation of the classical mechanics by Isaac Newton.
Our goal is to find in this fascinating history of two millenniums of human thoughts and flight of ideas, efforts to recognize the laws ruling the surrounding world, the moment when the philosophy gave birth physics.
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
