The final grade for the classes is determined based on the partial points earned by the student 

in the following areas: 

- Completion of four creative writing tasks: two tasks related to poetry and two tasks related 

to prose (10 points for each task, evaluated based on language appropriateness, originality, 

stylistic correctness, and coherence); 

- Preparation of a short story/essay with a length of 1000 to 4000 words and/or writing a poem 

(40 points, evaluated based on originality, language appropriateness, coherence, and stylistic 

correctness); 

- Completion of a peer review project (20 points, evaluated based on substantive value and 

reliability and the ability to provide feedback).
